Greetings from PDPPS!  As spring approaches, so does preparation for a new year in Dairy Promotion world with pageants, new courts, and new paperwork.  Please read this letter closely. Please do not hesitate to call Linda, a PDPPS Board Member, or myself if you have questions regarding the changes.  

We have a few changes. Spring Meetings will be regional this year. Please see our email on February 6th for information and reservation deadlines. Our Dairy Princess Training Seminar will start on Tuesday afternoon, July 7th at Elizabethtown College, Elizabethtown, PA. The 2020 State Pageant will be at Red Lion Hotel & Conference Center in Harrisburg on September 17-19th.  We recognize the 2019 pageant at Red Lion had some challenges, we have met with the staff and made adjustments for the 2020 pageant. In addition, we have signed a contract with The Premier Best Western for 2021 pageant.  
The Board of Directors, Linda and myself are trying to keep mailing costs low at the state and county level by emailing the paperwork to you for your Sash and Crown Orders, pageant information, and Princess and Court applications.  All paperwork can be found on our Members Only Section of our website and will be available at Spring Meeting. However, each county will receive one (1) copy of our PDPPS Handbook at the Spring Meeting.  
We will have the online applications again this year. All princesses and junior representatives must complete the entire online application including medical information and handbook, photo release and dress code release section by May 31st.  Online applications can be found at:

You will receive an e-mail with a copy of the submitted application. If you as a county would like to have these applications, you will need to ask your Princesses and Junior Representatives to print a copy for your records. PPDPS will not provide applications after submission. Each submission will also receive a confirmation screen when the application has been submitted. If the individual doesn’t receive a confirmation screen and an e-mail, the application WAS NOT submitted. 
All Princess applications will be asked to submit three dairy recipes. We will only be using the ones from the crowned 2020 Princess recipes for the Royal Recipe book.
Please note all Sash and Crown Orders are due April 15th. When your Sash and Crown orders are received with payment and sent out, we will include a packet of information for the County Chairperson for Seminar and Pageant. We will be sending a packet directly to the County Princess after they are crowned about Seminar and Pageant. 
PDPPS set policy in 2018 that only Counties who have sent an up-to-date 2019-2020 County committee list will receive incentive money. Please be sure to complete the committee list form with all committee individuals including all royalty parents.
