WHO:	All county princesses are required to attend and participate in the Dairy Princess Training Seminar. All alternate county dairy princesses are invited to attend. Please note: all alternates must attend either this Seminar or Mini Seminar to qualify for participation in the Incentive Award Program. We also encourage each county to send a parent/guardian and a committee person. 

Seminar Registration:  County chairpersons should submit the “County Royalty Reservation Form” to indicate who is attending seminar. This form is due no later than May 31, 2020. A $30.00 late fee applies for all reservations received after the deadline.

Scholarships for all princesses and alternates are provided through Pennsylvania Dairy Princess and Promotion Services, Inc. (PDPPS, Inc.) to cover the cost of attending the Dairy Princess Training Seminar. PDPPS, Inc. will also cover the cost of one adult from each committee to attend the seminar. Each county must decide who from their county will receive the adult scholarship.

Adult Participation:  Parents/Guardians are encouraged to attend seminar to learn about Pennsylvania’s dairy princess program and dairy promotion efforts. Please reserve the scholarships for adults who plan to attend the workshops. Seminar sessions include a dairy princess program overview, promotion update, parent/guardian support and a Q&A session with regional coordinators. The Adult registration form is due no later than June 1, 2020.

The program fee will be $250.00 for additional adult and includes room, meals, and materials. The fee is due with the reservation form or at registration. All adults attending seminar must also complete an Adult Seminar Reservation Form (form enclosed).

The deadline to cancel reservations is 9:00 a.m. July 1, 2020. The attendee will be responsible for the program fee for cancellations received after this deadline.

Please note: If a scholarship recipient (princess, alternate or adult) registers and fails to check-in or attend seminar workshops, that person will be billed for the program costs and responsible for paying the full $250.00 registration fee.

On-site Registration:	Registration will be held from 1:00- 2:30pm on Tuesday, July 7, 2020, in the lobby of Founders Residence Hall, which will be your residence hall.  You will be rooming with another participant.  Princesses will room with a fellow princess, alternates with a fellow alternate and adult with a fellow adult. You many arrive in casual clothes but are asked to be in Dairy Princess dress code for the starting session. The first session will start promptly at 3:00pm in 212 Hoover Building. 

Please note: When you check-in, you will be asked to turn in your completed speech/presentation check-in sheet.

Parking: When you arrive, you may unload your car in the front of Founders Residence Hall.  If your vehicle is remaining on campus during seminar, we will have you complete a campus vehicle form and place inside your vehicle.

On Tuesday evening, we will begin with a few short sessions and then kick off the week with a Social Mixer and Pizza Party.  Seminar will adjourn on Friday July 10th at approximately 1:30 pm.

The state royalty team requests for you to bring a formal dress that you wore to your county pageant or plan to wear to the state pageant.
