WHO:	All county princesses are required to attend and participate in the Dairy Princess Training Seminar. All alternate county dairy princesses are invited to attend. Please note: all alternates must attend either this Seminar or Mini Seminar to qualify for participation in the Incentive Award Program. We also encourage each county to send a parent/guardian and a committee person. 

Seminar Registration:  County chairpersons should submit the “County Royalty Reservation Form” to indicate who is attending seminar. This form online (https://form.jotform.com/padairy/2022-county-seminar-registration-fo) is due no later than June 1, 2022. A $30.00 late fee applies for all reservations received after the deadline.

Scholarships for all princesses and alternates are provided through Pennsylvania Dairy Princess and Promotion Services, Inc. (PDPPS, Inc.) to cover the cost of attending the Dairy Princess Training Seminar. PDPPS, Inc. will also cover the cost of one adult from each committee to attend the seminar. Each county must decide who from their county will receive the adult scholarship. However, a $20.00 non-refundable deposit per attendee is required to be sent to PDPPS to 919 Clearfield Road – Shippensburg, PA and should be sent to PDPPS to the address listed in the letterhead and should be received no later than June 15th. (Please check with your County Chairperson to see if you should send the deposit or if the deposit will be paid by your County Dairy Promotion.)

Adult Participation:  Parents/Guardians are encouraged to attend seminar to learn about Pennsylvania’s dairy princess program and dairy promotion efforts. Please reserve the scholarships for adults who plan to attend the workshops. Seminar sessions include a dairy princess program overview, promotion update, parent/guardian support and a Q&A session with regional board of directors. The Adult online registration form is due no later than June 1, 2022. (https://form.jotform.com/padairy/2022-adult-seminar-registration)

The program fee will be $275.00 for each additional adult and includes lodging, meals, and resources materials. The fee is due with the reservation form or at registration. All adults attending seminar must also complete an online Adult Seminar Reservation Form and the $20.00 non-refundable deposit.

The deadline to cancel reservations is 9:00 a.m. July 1, 2022. The attendee will be responsible for the program fee ($255 after the deposit) for cancellations received after this deadline.

Please note: If a scholarship recipient (princess, alternate or adult) registers and fails to check-in or attend seminar workshops, that person will be billed for the program costs and responsible for paying the full $275.00 registration fee.

On-site Registration: Registration will be held from 12:30- 2:00pm on Tuesday, July 12, 2022, in the downstairs lobby of BCC, which will be your lodging area. You do not need to carry your luggage in for registration.  You will be rooming with other county princesses/alternates. Adults will be rooming with other adults. The first session will start promptly at 3:00pm in the BCC- Upper Level. 

Please note: When you check-in, you will need to bring your completed speech & skit presentation check-in sheet and printed copies of your skit and speech scripts. We are also requesting you email a copy of your speech and skit presentation to laura@padairy.org by July 1st. This copy is for your speech/skit coach Additionally, every attendee will be asked to turn in their signed PDPPS waiver at registration. If your parent is not attending, be sure to have this completed prior to leaving your house on Tuesday. 

Parking: When you arrive, you may briefly park at the bottom of BCC to check-in.  If your vehicle is remaining on site during seminar, please move it to the top parking lot of the BCC.

On Tuesday afternoon, the program will begin at 3:00pm and end the evening with a scavenger hunt created by your state royalty team. You will need comfy clothes and shoes to walk/run. Adults will have a brief personal safety awareness session with the PDPPS board of directors. 

Please make an extra effort to be checked in no later than 1:45pm.  No lunch will be provided on Tuesday. If for unforeseen circumstances you will be arriving after 2:00pm you will need to notify Lisa Royek at (814) 873-9230, as soon as you know you are going to be late. 

Seminar will adjourn on Friday July 15th at approximately 1:30 pm.

Attire: ALL attendees MUST follow the PDPPS, Inc. dress code, unless indicated. Please refer to the dress code “Pants and Skirts” section in the handbook (Page 10) regarding hemlines. Plan your outfits as if you are attending a promotion (i.e. summer dresses, khakis, dress capris, skirts, etc.). You may wish to change into casual attire for the evening social activities. Parents and chaperones are asked to follow the dress code as well. Please check the “Packing List” sheet for special instructions.  Please be sure you pack a (no stain/holes) casual outfit and closed toe shoes to wear to the on-farm excursion and evening picnic on Thursday.

Group Photo: We will be taking a formal group photo (sash and crown needed) on Wednesday morning before breakfast. All princesses and alternates must wear a summer dress with nylons, sash and crown for the group photo. Your dress MUST be proper length. On Tuesday evening, you will be asked to put your dress on to make sure it meets PDPPS dress code. Please have an additional dress packed if it does not meet PDPPS dress code.

Individual Photo: Individual photos will be taken on Wednesday morning during workshop rotations. Please pack a long-sleeved, solid color blouse, sweater, or blazer that compliments your sash. We suggest no flashy jewelry. Small earrings are acceptable. You will need your crown and sash. This photo will be used in the pageant booklet and news releases. Try on your selection with your sash and take a picture to make sure it is a good selection.  

On Farm Excursion and Picnic: We will be having an on-farm experience with three rotation workshops on Thursday evening. The state royalty team requests you bring closed toed shoes, comfy clothes (jeans may not have holes or stains, shorts should be Bermuda style or capris and shirts must cover all cleavage and be presentable. If anything is inappropriate, we will ask you to change.) and your dancing shoes. Weather permitting, we will have a campfire and s’mores at the farm. Presentations and Speeches: All princesses and alternates are required to come to the seminar prepared to give a 3-5 minute speech (including out-of-state royalty) appropriate for an adult audience and a 3-5 minute skit presentation suitable for school-age audiences. Please bring a printed copy of your script to turn in at registration. If you need Linda to print your copies, please e-mail by July 1st.   See the padairy.org website for details.

Meals: Some meals will be located in a different building than the BCC and meeting space. Please bring comfortable shoes to walk to this location. If you are not able to walk long distance, feel free to drive your vehicle.

Water Bottle & Snacks: We encourage you to bring a reusable water bottle to use throughout the week. Additionally, there will not be snacks between the meals so if you need snacks, please bring your own. However, please note there are NOT refrigerators in the rooms. 

Key Message Dairy Document: Please be sure to review the Training Seminar Key Messaging Document prior to arriving at seminar. We will have a fun competition with the information.
